The Fire Danger Ratings give you an indication
of the consequences of a fire, if a fire was to start.

The Fire Danger Ratings have four levels, which are: |

Most fires can be controlled. Fires can be dangerous.

Total Fire Bans will typically
apply at Extreme and above.
